1. RD Day State Proclamation and meeting with Governor Patrick (3/2009)
 Background:  The MDA public policy committee would like to help maximize MDA’s visibility for leadership on state legislation (ex: Tran’s fat, menu labeling, school nutrition bill, food policy council). This will help us to meet our strategic plan (former # 4 and 6). ADA has encouraged all states to become more active on both the state and federal level. ADA has suggested that states become active on the state level in such activities such as the following: day at the state house; meeting with the governor; meetings with legislators; and testifying at hearings. As 2009 legislation will not be filed until January, the committee anticipates that it will take the committee time to research the legislation and study the political climate before we make recommendations on which bills MDA should support. To begin to build momentum, our committee would like to propose that our first major activity be a manageable one. We recommend initiating recognition of RD Day through a proclamation and meeting with the governor and other key legislators. We propose to work with the governor’s office to submit the necessary information for an RD Day Proclamation. This would involve setting up the proclamation, and a photo op/meeting with the Governor and key legislators to receive the proclamation. We would like to get approval to move on this action.  We do not anticipate that this will take any additional funds.
2. MDA Legislative Agenda for 2009 – 
Background: Legislation is not filed until January, but we have heard that a host of very cutting edge regulations and/or legislation is being considered ((ex: Tran’s fat, menu labeling, BMI in schools, school nutrition bill, food policy council). Once legislation has been filed, we would like to solicit the input and support of the BOD. As our committee is currently 6 members, we will look to the board for support via the following activities: MDA Today, information on the web; announcement in the Presidents messages; and an informational table at the spring meeting. We would appreciate your input into any other creative ways to get the messages out to the membership as well as how to get the BOD and membership more actively involved. 
· Budget: At this point we do not anticipate any additional expenses, except for Xeroxing of materials for the spring meeting. 
· Future Action: Hard copy marketing tool about MDA: We do think that we need a general brochure about MDA,  would like to work with the membership and any other committee involved as this could be used for a wide variety of activities including future legislative visits, resource tables etc.  We need input on where to budget this item as could be used by the entire BOD. 

· RE: 2009 legislative agenda- we should know more about the legislative meeting for the next BOD meeting.

3. Public Policy Workshop
Background: Historically ADA has sponsored the workshop in Washington DC to educate members on federal issues; state issues and meetings with congressman. This year due to the economy, ADA has cancelled the face to face meeting, but is in the process of setting up some type of satellite or webinar. 

For discussion: Kathryn Roche has proposed that we may want to set up a site for MDA members to attend a satellite. If this instead is a webinar, then we would not need to set up a meeting, but to communicate widely with members on the availability of this educational opportunity. We do not have enough details at this time. If it is satellite we would like to request that the funds which had been set aside for attendance in DC could be used to off set this cost? Also would there be interest in the districts to have multiple districts hook ups on that day? We would like to request input from Linda Davenport and districts directly to Kathryn.
