MDEF Continuing Education Stipend

Definition:  This stipend will supply up to $2000 for qualifying continuing education for Registered Dietitians who are members of the Massachusetts Dietetic Association.  These funds are specifically for short-term study that results in continuing education credits, academic course credit, or a certificate, and that are specific to the individual’s Professional Development Portfolio.  

Eligible Programs:  The program must provide continuing education or academic course credits.  Examples include the ADA Certificate Programs in Pediatric or Adult Weight Management, or academic coursework at an accredited educational institution, or specialized professional conference.  Examples of programs not covered include ADA’s FNCE or state affiliate-sponsored educational programs.  

Eligible Expenses:  Eligible expenses include registration, books, fees, lodging, and travel but not meals, not to exceed $2000.  The award will be paid on completion of the program and a required article or workshop is presented.  Individual applicants will not be considered for this award more than once every three years.  

Eligible Applicants:  Applicants must be members of the Massachusetts Dietetic Association.  Applicants must submit an application, and agree to write an article or present an educational workshop for other MDA members once the study is completed in order to receive reimbursement.  MDEF will consider benefit of the program to the individual, the dietetic profession, and financial need in choosing recipients of this funding.  

Deadlines:  Applications can be submitted in advance, or up to two months after the event for which funding is requested.  Applications should be submitted electronically to Alice McCarley at AliceMcCarley@comcast.net.
