1. Text:  Type single spaced in black ink using courier or times, or any other serif font.  Font size should be no smaller than 11 point so it is easily read. Please confine text to within the border. Paste-ups to the form are allowed.  Abstracts may be a maximum of 350 words.  

2. Title:  PLEASE CAPITALIZE THE ENTIRE TITLE. Do not underline, bold or italicize.  Do not use abbreviations or acronyms in the title.

3. Presenter and co-author: Type first initials, last names, credentials and place of employment for all authors within the limited space. 

4. Learning Outcome: List only one learning outcome or objective for the abstract.  The outcome should state, in measurable terms using a behavioral verb, what the participant must do or say after reading the abstract presentation.

5. Abstract Text: Carefully spell out abbreviated terms or acronyms when first noted in the text.  The text should not contain any acknowledgement of funding sources.  Do not use graphs, charts, tables or capitalizations in the text unless absolutely necessary.

6. Email or mail completed abstract form to address below.  Must be received or postmarked on or before February 10, 2012. Convention is held at the Sheraton Framingham on March 23, 2012.
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
